3. Nailsea School: Provider Access Policy Introduction

• To hear from a range of local providers about the opportunities they offer, including technical 

education and apprenticeships – through a variety of methods including options events, 

assemblies, group discussions, lunchtime pop ups and taster events (from January 2023 two 

encounters that are mandatory to attend in each ‘phase Y8&9, Y10&11, Y12&13);
